Alvin met with a fg
OCHS members recently and recounted the personal
adventures of a young man who grew up during tough
economic times in this rural area.

Alvin worked for Bey Lea Dairy, helping on the milk
truck at age 12. By age 14, Alvin was driving that trug
and delivering to outstanding citizens. Since the Worl
War |l draft had taken most drivers for the war effort,
young Alvin was allowed to drive.

Alvin helped with the care of chickens, turning eggs in
